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Why interfaith couple was picked up,
separated Gujarat high court asks cop

AHMEDABAD: The Gujarat
high court sought an
explanation from the police
inspector of Palitana as to why
he picked up an interfaith
couple and separated them
after they applied for marriage
registration. The court asked
for the reply by Friday, with
the instruction that the
inspector's affidavit be vetted
by the Bhavnagar district
superintendent of police.

Following allegations that
the woman was forcibly
separated from the man and

sent to her parents' house, the
high court ordered the SP to
ensure that the woman was
presented before the court
through video conference on
Friday afternoon, when a
further hearing has been
posted on the petition filed by
the man's father, seeking the
release of the couple from
police custody. According to
the petitioner's advocate,
Laksha Bhavnani, the couple
eloped two months ago and
their elopement resulted in an
uproar in Palitana town against
the alleged 'love jihad' bid. The
woman's father filed an
application of complaint with
local police. People learned
that the couple was in
Bhavnagar town, when the
marriage registrar's office

issued a public notice on their
application for marriage
registration. The couple then
moved to Ahmedabad and
remained in hiding. On the
other hand, police detained
the man's father and two
brothers and kept them in
detention for a few days, she
submitted before the court.
The final date for marriage
registration was February 3,
but Palitana police traced the
couple and picked them up.

When the man's father
came to know about the
police picking up the couple,
he filed a habeas corpus
petition in the HC and
demanded the release of his
son and his girlfriend, who the
son intended to marry.

As soon as word of the

petition reached to the police
inspector, he freed the couple
but dropped both of them at
their respective houses. The
petitioner complained that the
police forcefully sent the

GST billing: Rs 32,310 crore of fake
transactions in 4.5 years in Gujarat

AHMEDABAD: Ever since
the Goods and Services Tax
(GST) regime was rolled out
in July 2017, fake billing scams
have continued to drain
government coffers in Gujarat.
The data of the state
commercial tax department
suggests that state GST
officials have detected fake
billing transactions to the tune
of Rs 32,310 crore in Gujarat
till December 2021. About
1,875 shell companies were
involved in various cases that
led to the draining of Rs 4,264
crore from government
coffers through fraudulent
claims for input tax credit

(ITC)

operandi has only led to a
surge in the number of cases
reported year after year. Top
sources said the biggest policy
loophole is the grant of GST
registrations without any
physical verification of the
location of the businesses.
“Even though the GST Council
plugged this loophole in
December 2020 by making
physical verification mandatory
for giving GST registrations,
the lack of staff in the
department is making physical
verification for all applicants
tough,” a source said. Milind
Torwane, the state
commercial tax commissioner,
said: “After the GST came into

operandi kept changing, more
teams were deployed to
detect scams.”

From April to December
2021, about 1,172 cases of
fake billing were detected by
the state authorities. That
shows a 67% jump in cases
over the numbers of the
previous three years
combined (2018-19, 2019 20,
and 2020-21), durlng which
about 703 cases of fake billing
scams were detected, stated
officials of the SGST
department.

SGST officials attribute
the surge in cases to more
detection as well as to people
taking undue advantage of
policy loopholes.

However, SGST officials
have come up with a slew of
measures for effective
detection.

“Recently, about 39
mobile squads have been
deployed at check posts and
toll booths to keep a tab on
inter-state_movement of
goods,” said Torwane. “These
teams are given leads from
the back office where a control
room is operational 24x7.”

Torwane added: “The
SGST department is also
keeping a close eye on
sensitive commodities for
which tax evasion is possible.
Besides, eway bills generated
are also tracked by the
department.”

years. The highest number of
rescues were carried out in
the state in 2019-20 when 781
whale sharks were released
into the sea. The Whale Shark
Conservation Project, a joint
venture of the Gujarat Forest
Department, Wildlife Trust of
India (WTI) and Tata
Chemicals Ltd (TCL), spreads
awareness on the plight of the
species and its protected
status among the coastal
communities in the state. The
project has turned the
fishermen into protectors of
the whale shark and brought
about a change in their
attitude towards the species.

"When the project began
in 2004, there were
apprehensions about its
execution. In the initial years,
a few fishermen agreed to
join in. Involvement of
community and religious
leaders has helped
immensely," said a forest
official. Whale sharks, which
come to Gujarat coasts from
Australian and African waters,
were brutally hunted along the
shores as their meat is quite
popular in China and Europe.

VADODARA: Is it a pup, is
ita kitten... It's a leopard cub!
And he nearly fell off his bike
with the sudden realization
hitting Parth Vyas, an avid
cyclist, hard as he was
pedalling through the fields
near Dev Dam in Panchmahal
five days ago. He couldn't
believe his eyes to see the cub
frolicking near a hutment in
Dahisar village under the
warm sun, happily unmindful
of the man-animal tension or
even the distrust among the
two species. Vyas, a MBA
student in Vadodara, told TOI,
"Tasked villagers about the cub
and they told me it had strayed
into the locality a few days
ago." Leopard sightings in the
village that bordered the
forest area were not
uncommon. "They said that
the two-month-old cub may
have got separated from its
mother. Instead of panicking,
the villagers took it upon
themselves to nurture the cub
and wait for the mother
leopard to come looking for
it." Vyas explained how the
cub entered not just the mud
hearths, but also made a
warm cosy place in the hearts
of the poor villagers',
comprising farmhands mainly.
It could move in and out of
home at will and find a home
to sleep at night.

Their houses were small
and earnings even smaller, but
that didn't stop the villagers
from spending on the cub's
food like chicken and other
food. Usually, leopard attacks
made people hostile towards
the big cat but this was a
pleasant surprise to see the

man-animal bonding," Parth
Vyas added. After playing with
it for some time, Vyas wanted
to make the villagers aware
of the rules too. "I explained
that forest rules make it
imperative for them to inform
officials about the cub. Their
intentions were noble, but the
law says that wild animals can't
be kept at home. So, we
informed the forest officials
who rescued the cub on
Monday," Vyas said.
