Pneumonia is a preventable and
treatable infectious disease

12th November (World
Pneumonia Day) is a yearly
reminder that pneumonia can
strike anywhere and anytime,
and is a serious, potentially
life-threatening lung infection.
Pneumonia is an inflammatory
respiratory disorder caused
due to bacteria, viruses or
fungal infections which impair
the air sacs of the lungs, called
"Alveoli". It results in the
accumulation of fluid or pus in
the air sacs, making breathing
difficult. It is a contagious
disease and could be fatal for
the person with weaker
immunity, especially in the
children's and elderly people.
Bacteria were first seen in the
airways of individuals who
died from pneumonia Edwin
Klebs in 1875. Pneumonia is a
leading cause of morbidity and
mortality worldwide.
Pneumonia - a lung infection
caused by bacteria, viruses
and, more rarely, fungi - is the
most common cause of death
in children worldwide. Every
year an estimated 156 million
new cases of pneumonia and
nearly 2 million deaths from
the disease occur in children
under 5 years of age. Babies
and children, 2 years old or
younger, are at higher risk
because their immune

systems are still developing.
This risk is higher for
premature babies. Older
adults, age 65 or older, are
also at higher risk because
their immune systems
generally weaken as people
age. Effective vaccine and
non-vaccine interventions to
prevent and control
pneumonia are urgently
needed to reduce the global
burden of the disease.
Children living in areas with
declining vaccination rates,
rising malnutrition due to food
shortages, and in homes that
use polluting fuels for cooking
and heating, are particularly
vulnerable. The situation in
children is no different where
it continues to be the leading
cause of mortality worldwide
with India accounting for 20%
of those deaths and having a
higher burden of childhood
pneumonia than any other
country. Overall, India
accounts for 23 per cent of the
pneumonia burden globally
and case fatality rates range
between 14 and 30 per cent.
Pneumonia is primarily due to
infections of virus and bacteria.
Mixed infections with both
viruses and bacteria may
occur in up to 45% of
infections in children and 15%
of infections in adults.
Pneumonia caused by bacteria
can be treated with antibiotics,
but only one third of children
with pneumonia receive the
antibiotics they need. While
most healthy children can fight
the infection with their natural
defences, children whose
immune systems are
compromised are at higher
risk of developing pneumonia.
The organisms affecting the
elderly are the same as in
young adults, but with a

different
distribution.

Any infection causing an
inflammatory response in the
lung is referred to as
pneumonia. Though the
majority of pneumonia is
caused by bacterial infections,
viral infections like influenza or
COVID 19 virus can also affect
the lungs and can cause
serious inflammatory damage
to them as evidenced in the
ongoing pandemic. People
with infectious pneumonia
often have a productive cough,
fever, accompanied by shaking
chills, shortness of breath,
sharp or stabbing chest pain
during deep breaths, and an
increased respiratory rate.
More severe signhs and
symptoms may include
decreased thirst, convulsions,
persistent vomiting, or a
decreased level of
consciousnhess.

Washing hands, quitting
smoking, and keeping your
immune system strong by
getting regular physical
activity and eating healthy are
other ways to lower your risk
of getting pneumonia. Most
cases of pneumonia require
oral antibiotics, which are
often prescribed at a health
centre. These cases can also
be diagnosed and treated
with inexpensive oral
antibiotics at the community
level by trained community
health workers. More
research needs to be done on
the different pathogens
causing pneumonia and the
ways they are transmitted, as
this is of critical importance
for treatment and prevention.

When Convenience
Bites Back: The Untold
Cancer Risk of Ultra-
Processed Food

Eating more ultra-
processed foods (UPFs) may
be associated with a higher risk
of developing cancers of upper
aerodigestive tract (including
the mouth, throat, and
esophagus), according to a
new study led by researchers
from the University of Bristol
and the International Agency
for Research on Cancer
(IARC). The authors of this
international study, which
analyzed diet and lifestyle
data on 450,111 adults who
were followed for
approximately 14 years, say
obesity associated with the
consumption of UPFs may not
be the only factor to blame.

A special traffic drive was
conducted by the Rajkot City
Traffic-Police yesterday in
cars, with BJP Yuva Marcha

police staff including traffic
DCP Pooja Yadav and ACP
Jayveer Gadhvi conducting
vehicle checking at Kishanpara
Chowk.

Paul Khuli as Surat
bank accounts close

Two Chennai brothers form gang of account
peddlers; One operated from Dubai, the other
provided bank details based in the country

Surat

The cyber crime police in
Surat received a fraud
complaint and the team was
investigating the matter.
Meanwhile, a large number of
accounts are opened and
closed in a private bank in
Surat. These bank accounts
were found to be connected
to victims of cyber fraud. So
the investigation was
intensified by the Surat Cyber
??Cell and six people along
with a key informant have
been arrested from the bank.
The revelations in the
interrogation of the accused
are shocking.

Two brothers from
Chennai were running an
international cyber fraud
network. One of these two
gangsters used to sit in Dubai
and carry out cyber fraud in
different corners of the
country. The other one used
to open accounts of many
people in different banks while
staying in the country and
send his documents including
passbook, checkbook, ATM
SIM card to Dubai. As many
as three gangs were working
in this entire scandal and
there are also suspects in its
cause.

Bank account with
people's SIM cards reaching
Dubai. Two brothers originally
from Chennai were looking for
account handlers through
social media to carry out a
cyber fraud incident across
the country. These account
handlers used to lure poor and
needy people living in their
area with money and open
bank accounts in their name.
The bank account kit and the
mobile numbers registered in
the account were then given
to a person named Thanigavel
Thirugnanam of Chennai. A
commission was paid to the

person in whose name the
bank account was opened, as
well as to the account handler
who opened the bank account.

The incident came to light
after the arrest of six people
from Canara Bank

when the cyber police
found the connection of
multiple accounts of one bank
in several cyber fraud
incidents. When the police
started investigating this, six
people who had opened
accounts in this bank in the
name of different persons
were arrested from outside
Canara Bank in Sarthana area
of ??Surat. All these people
were working as account
handlers. They lured common
people to open new bank
accounts in different banks
and gave their bank account
kits and SIM cards to
Thanigavel Thirugnanam of
Chennai and he used to send
them to his brother Arun in
Dubai.

In the arrest of one of the
two brothers by Surat Cyber
Police, the police found that in
this case, cyber crime is being
committed through internet
from Dubai to different parts
of the country. After this,
Surat City Cybercrime
announced the names of 17
people from various gangs. In
which the cyber crime police

formed three different teams
and arrested six people from
Canara Bank in Sarthana. The
police investigation revealed
that the accused were Raj
Rayani, Vijay Aud, Mahesh
Kumar Bhadiadara,
Chandresh Kakadia, Hardik
Desai, Thanigvel
Thirugnanam, Vijay Parmar,
Mukesh Parmar, Arun, Mayank
Sojitra, Ajay Kakadia, Tushar,
Raju, Nilesh Vaghasia, Mitesh
Patel. . Ketan Vaghela and
Milan Darji hatched a
conspiracy beforehand. Let us
tell you that all the six people
belong to three different
gangs.

The accused opened bank
accounts by luring different
account holders with the
common intention of obtaining
financial benefits by getting
commission instead of bank
accounts . They took the bank
account kit and mobile
number SIM cards of these
people and sent them to the
accused living in Dubai. The
accused used to get different
commissions on each bank
account. After receiving
information about this, the
police have arrested the
accused Raj Rayani, Vijay Od,
Mahesh Kumar Bhadiadra,
Chandresh Kakadia, Hardik
Desai, Thanigavel
Thirugnanam.
